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"No one sews a piece of new, unshrunk cloth on old clothes because the patch tears 

away the cloth and makes a worse tear.  No one pours new wine into old wineskins. If 

they did, the wineskins would burst, the wine would spill, and the wineskins would be 

ruined. Instead, people pour new wine into new wineskins so that both are kept safe ." 

Matthew 9:16 -17  

While many welcomed Jesus and his new kingdom, some found him threatening.  

This new kingdom meant change and change is often difficult.  With the coming of 

Christ, new people and new ways of worship and ministry were ushered in.  This was 

really good news as this new kingdom was flung open to all by faith whatever our 

race, gender, or heritage.  Nevertheless, this good news did bring change, and it was 

hard on some to accept.  

2018 years later, change is no less difficult.  It is hard to part with former and some-

times habitual ways of worship and ministry.  But for the sake of Christõs eternal 

kingdom, change becomes needed to reach new people in new places in new ways.  

Change for the sake of change alone is rarely justified.  Change for the sake of 

Christõs kingdom is fruitful. 

As a church, may we always be ready to minister to new people, in new places, and 

in new ways.
